8. That Taking into consiaeration of the association and affection Tagore
had with the city of Allahabad the frigid policy of the central and state
government has landed the memory of Ravindranath Tagore in peril in
Allahabad.

9. That Article 51A (f) of the constitution of India provides to securefvalue
and preserve the rich heritage c¢f our composite culture as fundamental

duty.

10.  That as laid down in 51A. of the constitution of India it states that
Fundamental duties It shall be the duty of every citizen of India (a) to
abide by the Constitution and respect its ideals and institutions, the
national Flag and the Matiorial Anthem. It is ironical and hilarious that
the writer of the anthem is being disrespected in Allahabad by the
Indian government and Uttar Pracdiesh government and authorities of
Allahabad and this issue is being neglected.

11. That Tagore's multi facet dimensiocn can only be revealed and
exhibited by preserving his memory.

It is most respectfully prayed that with the aim of preserving and maintaining the
poet's memory the government should take appropriate measures to preserve
Ravindra Nath Tagore's house in which the poet lived in Allahabad.

The house Shantavas situated at 6, Hamilton Road in Allahabad, where Tagore
stayed and gave finishing touch o a large number of his works like Gitanjall,
Gitali; Balaka, and others should be bought by the government to make it a
heritage house before it is sold and falis prey to building mafia and becomes a
concrete jungle.

We hope that your ministry will surely scrutinize the seriousness of this matter and
lay down guidelines and issue government orders to protect the herilage of\-
Shantavas for future generations.
